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CBAmerica is presently represented by 54 active duty chaplains; 41 Army, 5 Air Force, 8 Navy, 27 in the National Guard/Reserve. There are 8 chaplains serving in Veterans Medical Centers, 10 prison chaplains, and 5 women chaplains. There are 30 chaplain candidates. These are men looking to go into chaplaincy when they finish school and complete pastoral experience required to be chaplains. The rest of our chaplains serve in the following ministries: Retired (82), Civil Air Patrol (12), civilian hospitals (12), hospice (8),  specialized ministries (8), nursing home (3), law enforcement (2), fire departments (1), prisons (11), truck companies (1), Music Industry (1) retirement centers, campus ministry etc. There are 280 chaplain families representing CBAmerica. Keep them in your prayers. I have five waiting to be processed and 9 that I am waiting for them to return their application paperwork . 














Our chaplains have had the opportunity to lead hundreds of people to Christ this year with many others rededicating their lives. Over a hundred were baptized in the war zones. Bible studies are full. Nursing home chaplains and hospital chaplains are seeing a real interest in spiritual things and our prison chaplains are saying they are seeing revival in the prisons. Hospice ministry is seeing dying patients come to Christ. We are making a difference. Gene Slade is having wonderful ministry in Mormon Country.
